Latino participants in the programs will develop a greater understanding of
library services and will feel a stronger connection with their families and the
community through their cultural heritage

For two programs outside the library

92% of participants surveyed had never been to the library

42% of those participants surveyed and spoken to are likely to visit the
library now.
